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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 

 Schools 
o There are 27544 Government Schools in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (excluding NMDs) in which 27357 are 

functional, 141 (137 Primary + 4 Secondary) are non-functional and 46 are closed primary schools. 

Out of the functional 27357, there are 21780 (13338 Male + 8442 Female) Primary and 5577 (3314 

Male + 2263 Female) Secondary Schools. 

 

 

 

o At Secondary Level in KP (excluding NMDs), out of the total 5581 schools, there are 2637 (1447 

Male + 1190 Female) Middle, 2253 (1428 Male + 825 Female) High and 691 (441 Male + 250 

Female) Higher Secondary Schools. On the other side in KP NMDs, there are 934 Schools in which 

548 (338 Male + 210 Female) are Middle Schools, 363 (270 Male + 93 Female) are High Schools 

and 23 (18 Male + 5 Female) are Higher Secondary Schools. 
 

o Out of the total Government Schools in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (excluding NMDs), 6% Schools are 

without Boundary Wall, 11% are without Water Supply, 16% are without Electricity and 4% are 

without Toilets facility. While in KP NMDs, 23% Schools are without Boundary Wall, 48% are without 

Drinking Water, 55% are without Electricity and 45% Schools are without Toilet facilities. 
 

 

 Enrollment 

o In KP (excluding NMDs), out of the 21963 Primary Level Schools, 20909 are Government Primary 

Schools, 769 are Mosque/Maktab Schools, 255 are Community Primary Schools, and 30 are JICA 

Primary Model Schools. Primary Schools by location are: 1325 in urban and 20638 in rural areas. 

While  in  KP  NMDs,  out  of  the  4962  Primary  Schools,  there  are  4560  Government  Primary 

Schools,  150  are  Mosque/Maktab  Schools,  160  are  Community  Primary  Schools,  44  are 

Industrial  Home Centres  (IHCs)  and remaing 48 are Package/Governor/PA Funded Schools. 

Primary Schools by location in KP NMDs are:  155 in urban, 4802 in rural  and 5 schools have not 

reported location. 

o In Khyber Pakhtunkhwa NMDs, there are 5896 Government Schools in which 5573 are functional, 

305 are Non-functional (271 Primary + 34 Secondary) and 18 are closed (Primary) schools. Out of 

functional 5573, there are 4673 (2670 Male + 2003 Female) Primary and 900 (606 Male + 294 

Female) are Secondary Schools. 

o Overall enrollment in Government Schools of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (excluding NMDs) is 4.445 million 

with 3.097 million (70%) in Primary, 1.348 million (30%) are enrolled in Middle and Secondary 

Schools. Further breakup of enrollment in Middle and Secondary Schools by level is Middle 0.872, 

High 0.378 while Higher Secondary is 0.098.

40322 (26202 Male + 14120 Female) are in Government High and 26661 (17238 Male + 9423 

Female) are in Government Higher Secondary Schools. 

 

o Total number of working teachers in Government Schools of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (excluding NMDs) 

are 140034 (89227 Male + 50807 Female), in which 72848 (45952 Male + 26896 Female) are in 

Government Primary, 14694 (8714 Male + 5980 Female) are in Government Middle, 33059 (21743

(1793 Male + 800 Female) are in Middle, 3987 (3217 Male + 770 Female) are in High and 506 (420

 Analysis 
 

o The average number of students in Government Primary Schools of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (excluding 

NMDs) are 141 while at Secondary Level Schools, it is 241. While in KP NMDs, the average number 

of students in Govt: Primary Schools are 95 and 94 at Secondary Level Schools. 

 

o The Teacher: Student Ratio in Government Primary Schools level in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (excluding 

NMDs) is 1:43 and Secondary Schools level is 1:20. While in KP NMDs, the Student: Teacher Ratio 

in Government Primary Schools level is 1:41, and 1.12 at Secondary level. 

 
o Overall Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER)1 (based on population 5-9 years projected by BoS Khyber 

Pakhtunkhwa) in Government Schools + Non-Government Schools + Deeni Madaris in Khyber 

Pakhtunkhwa (excluding NMDs) is 90% while overall Net Enrollment Ratio (NER)2 at Primary level is 

65%. And for KP NMDs, GER at Primary level is 65% and NER is 57%. 

 

o Overall Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER) (based on population 10-14 years projected by BoS Khyber 

Pakhtunkhwa) in Government Secondary Schools + Non-Government Schools in Khyber 

Pakhtunkhwa (excluding NMDs) is 43% and overall while Net Enrollment Ratio (NER) at. Secondary 

level is 32%. And for KP NMDs, GER at Secondary level is 19% and NER is 16%. 

 

o Transition Rate from Class-5 to Class-6 in Government Schools of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (excluding 

NMDs) is 86% (86% for Boys and 86% for Girls) while in KP NMDs it is 80% (89% for Boys and 61% 

for Girls). 

 
o In Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (excluding NMDs), the Gender Parity Index (GPI)3 is 0.78 at Primary level 

and 0.60 at Secondary level while in KP NMDs it is 0.54 and 0.21 for Primary and Secondary level
